l. No Progress in Trenton on TTF

The Monday deadline to approve the proposed public employee pension funding constitutional
amendment passed without action.  Senate President Steven Sweeney refused to post the ballot
question for final approval due to the impasse on the TTF reauthorization and the unknown
impact on future state budgets.  In an editorial board meeting with the Record of Hackensack,
the Senate President is reported to have said that the TTF impasse could go well into the fall and
after the Presidential election. Assembly Speaker Vincent Prieto released a copy of a letter he
sent to the Governor, Senate President Sweeney, Senate Republican Leader Tom Kean and
Assembly Republican Leader Jon Bramnick, which requested that they meet immediately to
resolve the impasse.

Supreme Court ruled that Gilbert's sign code violates the First Amendment. Many, if not most,
communities must now revise their sign codes. Most sign codes apply different rules to different
categories of signs based on content, which the Supreme Court’s decision now generally
prohibits.

11 Governor Signs Bill on Cultural Diversity Training for Law Enforcement

On August 9, Governor Christie signed into law A-1663, which requires the Department of Law
and Public Safety to establish and make available to state, county, and municipal law
enforcement departments, cultural diversity training materials and an online tutorial for
providing officer training, and information promoting community outreach efforts. P.L. 2016, c.
23, which will take effect on March 1, 2017, outlines the elements of the instruction. The law
requires that the training courses be periodically assessed and updated as appropriate. Finally,
the law permits municipalities to provide in-service training of its personnel, utilizing the
training course materials or online tutorial developed by the Department of Law and Public
Safety. The Governor conditionally vetoed the original legislation, citing it as an unfunded
mandate. The Legislature accepted the Governor’s recommendations, which are now reflected
in the new law.

V. New Jersey Supreme Court Will Hear Appeal on Dynamic Status Quo Doctrine
The New Jersey Supreme Court has granted a petition for certification in the appeal of
IMO County of Atlantic and PBA Local 243. Docket Nos. A-2477-13T4, A-0107-14T1
(N.J. App. Div. 2016). This Appellate Division decision reversed a 2014 PERC decision
that overturned a long-standing policy known as the dynamic status quo doctrine. This
doctrine required employers to pay employees increments for moving vertically along a
salary guide, once a collective negotiation agreement had expired but before a successor
agreement had been reached. The League, along with the New Jersey Association of
Counties and the Association of County Colleges, has filed a joint amicus brief
supporting the original PERC decision and urging the Court to overturn the Appellate
Division.
